The official language of the HISA 2013 conference in Port Elizabeth, South Africa is English. 
To ensure that the greatest opportunity for participation in HISA 2013 is made available to researchers and institutions, authors may appear in multiple submissions.
Submissions for panels should include an outline of the objectives of the panel and an overview of the discussion topic.  Topics for panels should include an in-depth analysis of an issue or identification of emerging issues in health informatics.  Panels should include not more than four presenters.  All speakers on the panel must be listed on the five page submission. Strategies to engage the audience in panel discussion are encouraged.
Please note that the time allocated to a single panel on the programme will be 60 minutes.

Deadlines

Panels conforming to these guidelines must be submitted electronically by Monday, 22 April 2013 according to the instructions on the HISA website. Submissions that do not adhere to the formatting instructions will be rejected without review.

First authors of panel submissions will be notified by the end of May 2013 of acceptance or rejection.

Panel submissions should be prepared as Microsoft Word .doc files (and NOT as pdf files) and should be submitted according to the instructions available on the HISA 2013 web site at: http://hisa.nmmu.ac.za.
